THE SACRAMENT  OF BAPTISM  
 
REMAIN SEATED  
   

M: Our Savior Jesus Christ commanded baptism when he said: ñGo and 
 make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father 
 and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.ò All of us are born into this world 
 with a deep need for baptism. From our parents we inherit a sinful nature; 
 we are without true fear of God and true faith in God and are condemned 
 to eternal death. But Jesus took away our sin by giving his life on the 
 cross. At our baptism he clothes us with the robe of his righteousness and 
 gives us a new life. Our sinful nature need not control us any longer. We 
 recall what baptism means for our daily lives as we speak these words: 
 
C:   Baptism means that the sinful nature in us should be drowned by 
 daily sorrow and repentance, and that all its evil deeds and desires 
 be put to death. It also means that a new person should daily arise to 
 live before God in righteousness and purity forever.  
 
M: As baptized children of God we confess our sins: 
 
C: Holy and merciful Father, I confess that I am by nature sinful, and 
 that I have disobeyed you in my thoughts, words, and actions. I have 
 done what is evil and failed to do what is good. For this I deserve 
 your punishment both now and in eternity. But I am truly  sorry for 
 my sins, and trusting in my Savior Jesus Christ, I pray: Lord, have 
 mercy on me, a sinner. 
 
M: God, our heavenly Father, has been merciful to us and has given his  
 only Son to be the atoning sacrifice for our sins. Therefore, as a called 
 servant of Christ and by his authority, I forgive you all your sins in the 
 name of the Father and of the Son (+) and of the Holy Spirit.

BAPTISMAL HYMN                See This Wonder in the Making  

Christian Worship 300 (stanzas 1 -2) 

             
M: Cody and Sarah, in obedience to the command of our Lord and trusting 
 in his promise, you have brought Chloe to be baptized. Jesus told us,  
 ñLet the little children come to me and do not hinder them, for the  
 kingdom of God belongs to such as these.ò It is in baptism that God 
 grants the new life of forgiveness, joy, and peace to little children. By the 
 power of Godôs Word, this gracious water of life washes away sin,  
 delivers from death and the devil, and gives eternal salvation to all who 
 believe.  
 

 Chloe, receive the sign of the cross on the head and heart (+) to mark you 
 as a  redeemed child of Christ. 
 
The minister applies water to the person presented for baptism as he says: 
 
 Chloe Jaye Cox, I baptize you in the name of the Father and of the  Son 
 and of the Holy Spirit.  
 

 The Almighty God ð Father, Son, and Holy Spirit ð has forgiven all 
 your sins. By your baptism, you are born again and made a dear child of 
 your Father in heaven. May God strengthen you to live in your baptismal 
 grace all the days of your life. Peace be with you.

ENCOURAGEMENT TO PARENTS  
 

M  Cody and Sarah, our Lord Jesus Christ, in instituting Baptism, not only 
 commanded that children should be baptized, but that they should be 
 taught to obey everything he has commanded us.

THE WORD  

 

FIRST READING          Daniel 3:16 -28  
 

 16 Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego replied to him, ñKing  
Nebuchadnezzar, we do not need to defend ourselves before you in this  
matter. 17 If we are thrown into the blazing furnace, the God we serve is able 
to deliver us from it, and he will deliver us from Your Majestyôs hand. 18 But 
even if he does not, we want you to know, Your Majesty, that we will not 
serve your gods or worship the image of gold you have set up.ò 
 19 Then Nebuchadnezzar was furious with Shadrach, Meshach and  
Abednego, and his attitude toward them changed. He ordered the furnace 
heated seven times hotter than usual 20 and commanded some of the strongest 
soldiers in his army to tie up Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego and throw 
them into the blazing furnace. 21 So these men, wearing their robes, trousers, 
turbans and other clothes, were bound and thrown into the blazing furnace. 
22 The kingôs command was so urgent and the furnace so hot that the flames 
of the fire killed the soldiers who took up Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego, 
23 and these three men, firmly tied, fell into the blazing furnace. 
 24 Then King Nebuchadnezzar leaped to his feet in amazement and asked 
his advisers, ñWerenôt there three men that we tied up and threw into the 
fire?ò 
 They replied, ñCertainly, Your Majesty.ò 
 25 He said, ñLook! I see four men walking around in the fire, unbound 
and unharmed, and the fourth looks like a son of the gods.ò 
 26 Nebuchadnezzar then approached the opening of the blazing furnace 
and shouted, ñShadrach, Meshach and Abednego, servants of the Most High 
God, come out! Come here!ò 
 So Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego came out of the fire, 27 and the  
satraps, prefects, governors and royal advisers crowded around them. They 
saw that the fire had not harmed their bodies, nor was a hair of their heads 
singed; their robes were not scorched, and there was no smell of fire on them. 
 28 Then Nebuchadnezzar said, ñPraise be to the God of Shadrach,  
Meshach and Abednego, who has sent his angel and rescued his servants! 
They trusted in him and defied the kingôs command and were willing to give 
up their lives rather than serve or worship any god except their own God.
